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RADIO PROGRESS UPPER WEST MUSIC AWARDS SCHEME
(PRUMAS 2025) CATEGORIES
1. ARTISTE(S) OF THE YEAR: The Artiste(s) of the Year is the Artiste(s) adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the Artiste(s) with the highest audience appeal, popularity, consistency, and intellectual ability to implement development projects. The Artiste(s) must have released a hit single or album, and whose contributions to the industry stood out, and with good behavior or reputation within the period under review.
2. NEW / RISING ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The New Artiste of the Year is the Artiste adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most promising or talented Artiste. The award goes to the Artiste who released a hit single or album that first shot the Artiste into the public limelight. The Artiste must be of good behavior or reputation within the period under review.
3. MOST POPULAR SONGS OF THE YEAR: Most popular song of the year is 100% adjudged by the General Public as the most popular song released within the period under review irrespective of genre. The song must have enjoyed a lot of patronage and generated the most excitement based on airplay and the audience request during the period under review.
4. MALE VOCALIST OF THE YEAR: The Male Vocalist of the Year is the Artiste adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the Artiste with exceptional vocal performance, technique, consistency, and delivery on any musical presentation released within the period under review.
5. FEMALE VOCALIST OF THE YEAR: The Female Vocalist of the Year is the Artiste adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the female vocalist who demonstrated outstanding vocal ability, performance quality, and consistency on musical presentations released within the period under review.
6. BEST RAPPER OF THE YEAR: The Best Rapper of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the rap Artiste with the best word composition, rhymes, lyrics and rap creativity on a popular song released during the period under review with greater impact.
7. BEST COLLABORATION OF THE YEAR: The Best Collaboration of the Year is the song adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the best song produced through collaboration or featuring of two or more Artistes. The song must have been released and generated the most excitement during the period under review.
8. MUSIC VIDEO OF THE YEAR: The Music Video of the Year is adjudged by the Academy and the Committee as the most creative and entertaining music video produced within the calendar year. The song for which the video was produced need not have been released during the period under review.
9. ALBUM / EP OF THE YEAR: The Album or EP of the Year is adjudged by the Academy and the Committee as the most outstanding compilation of hit songs released during the period under review. The album or EP must have generated the most excitement within the period.
10. GOSPEL SONG OF THE YEAR: The Gospel Song of the Year is the song adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most popular gospel song released during the period under review. The song must have generated the most excitement and spiritual influence within the period.
11. GOSPEL ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The Gospel Artiste(s) of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the Artiste(s) with the highest audience appeal, popularity, and consistency. The Artiste(s) must have released a hit single or album which demonstrated spiritual influence, good behavior or reputation within the period under review.
12. TRADITIONAL SONG OF THE YEAR: The Traditional Song of the Year is the song adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most popular traditional song released during the year under review. Recognizes a song which promotes indigenous culture language and traditions through music.
13. TRADITIONAL ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The Traditional Artiste(s) of the Year is adjudged by the Academy and the Committee as the most popular traditional or folkloric Artiste(s) during the period under review. Recognizes an artiste who promotes indigenous culture language and traditions through music.
14. SANITATION SONG OF THE YEAR: The Sanitation Song of the Year is the song adjudged by the Committee, the Wa Municipal Assembly and the General Public as the song which promotes sanitation and environmental awareness, public health and community development. The song must be a hit single or album released during the year under review.
15. PEACE / SECURITY SONG OF THE YEAR: The Peace or Security Song of the Year award goes to the song with lyrics that promote unity, peace, security, conflict resolution and harmony. It is adjudged by the Committee and must have been released during the period under review. 
16. REGGAE / DANCEHALL ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The Reggae or Dancehall Artiste(s) of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the Artiste(s) with the highest audience appeal and popularity within the reggae or dancehall genre. The Artiste(s) must have released a hit single or album during the year under review.
17. DIGITAL ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The Digital Artiste of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most recognized Artiste who effectively used digital platforms (social media, streaming and online promotion) to grow a music brand.
18. EMERGING / YOUNG DIGITAL TALENT OF THE YEAR: This award goes to a young creative individual adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as artiste who used digital platforms innovatively to gain recognition and influence.
19. BEST HIGHLIFE SONG OF THE YEAR: The Highlife Song of the Year is the song adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most popular highlife song released during the year under review. The song must have generated the most excitement with quality production and cultural relevance.
20. BEST HIGHLIFE / HIPLIFE ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The Highlife or Hiplife Artiste(s) of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the Artiste(s) with the highest audience appeal and popularity within the highlife or hiplife genre. The Artiste(s) must have released a hit single or album with quality production and cultural relevance.
21. AFROBEAT ARTISTE OF THE YEAR: The Afrobeat Artiste of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the Artiste whose music best gains strong traction, influence and audience engagement during the period under review.
22. MOST STREAMED SONG OF THE YEAR: The Most Streamed Song of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the song with the highest number of verified streams across digital platforms during the period under review.
23. SOCIAL MEDIA SONG OF THE YEAR: The Social Media (Tiktok, Facebook, X, etc) Song of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the song that trended most on social media platforms and inspired widespread user-generated content during the period under review with users’ links attached.
24. MUSIC VIDEO PRODUCER OF THE YEAR: The Music Video Producer of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public and awarded to a producer who demonstrated excellence in music video production through creativity and quality output.
25. SOUND ENGINEER OF THE YEAR: The Sound Engineer of the Year award is adjudged by peers and the Committee and goes to the sound engineer directly responsible for the recording, mastering, and technical treatment of a nominated song during the period under review.
26. MUSIC BLOGGER / CONTENT CREATOR OF THE YEAR: The Music Blogger or Content Creator of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most creative individual who consistently produced engaging digital content that influenced entertainment or culture.
27. MEDIA PERSONALITY / ENTERTAINMENT PRESENTER OF THE YEAR: The Media Personality of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most recognized media personality who significantly contributed to music promotion and public discourse.
28. [bookmark: _GoBack]COMEDIAN(S) OF THE YEAR: This award goes to a comedian or comedy group whose content provided positive entertainment and strong audience engagement.
29. BEST DJ OF THE YEAR: The Best DJ of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the DJ with the highest audience appeal, popularity and crowd engagement who consistently promoted local content within the Upper West Region. 
30. BEST CAMP OF THE YEAR: The Best Camp of the Year is adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most recognized music group, crew, or camp that nurtured talent and contributed positively to the music industry.
31. FAN BASE OF THE YEAR: The Fan Base of the Year is the fan base adjudged by the Academy, the Committee, and the General Public as the most active, loyal, and supportive fan community of an Artiste across the region.
32. GRAPHIC DESIGNER OF THE YEAR: The Graphic Designer of the Year award goes to the designer whose creative works significantly enhanced music branding, promotion, and visual identity.
